Harry Belafonte, S. Epatha Merkerson, and James Brown are very concerned and understand the
dangers that the African American community faces due to smoking and the use of tobacco. Their voices are very clear.
The 30- and 60-second spots are available for major urban radio stations, state health departments, and statewide African

American networks, organizations, and/or coalitions involved in tobacco control in each state.

Each set of PSAs is accompanied by a booklet with information about the campaign, tobacco-related facts, a short history

of African Americans and tobacco, and helpful tips for getting the messages on the air.
